Contest Rules 
This contest is open to Canadian students only. No purchase or account necessary to enter or 
win. 

Contest Details 
The contest runs from October 17, 2025 to June 30, 2026 at 11:59:59 p.m. Eastern Time. The 
sponsor is 55 Rush Inc., parent company of yconic,  located at 300-174 Spadina Ave. Toronto, 
ON, M5T 2C2. The prize draw will take place on July 3, 2026 at 2:00p.m. Eastern Time in 
Toronto, Ontario. By entering, you agree to follow these rules. 

Who Can Enter 
You can enter this contest if you are a legal resident of Canada who has reached 14 years of 
age and meet the following education requirements: 

You must be a current or recent student (within the last 12 months) at a Canadian high school, 
college, university, or CEGEP, or currently accepted to attend an accredited Canadian college or 
university. 

If you are under the age of majority in your province or territory, you need permission from a 
parent or guardian who agrees to be bound by these rules.

How to Enter

Method 1: Online Entry. Log in to a 55 Rush contest site with your 55 Rush account or create a 
new yconic account. To create a new yconic account you must provide a valid email, choose a 
password, and then provide your full name, birth date, current school name, and home postal 
code. You can choose to receive emails from 55 Rush but may unsubscribe at any time without 
affecting your entry. 

Complete the contest entry form by agreeing to let 55 Rush share your registration details with 
P&G for email marketing purposes (you can unsubscribe at any time without affecting your 
entry), and agreeing to these rules. Once you complete the form, click submit. You will then 
receive one entry and be registered for the contest.

Winner Verification Process 
We will make at least two attempts to contact the selected winner by email using the information 
provided when you entered, within 5 business days of the draw date. If we can't contact you 
within 5 business days of when we notified you, you may be disqualified and forfeit all rights to 
the prize. We may then randomly select an alternate winner. 

To be declared the winner, you must: 

Correctly answer a time-limited math skill-testing question without any help.
